How do we live with difference; with others who are in various ways
fundamentally different from us and whose difference arises not from
personal choices, but are rooted in the groups we belong to? Attempts to
accommodate such deeply engaged differences as those of religious beliefs,
political commitments, ways of life, family arrangements, and cultural
loyalties, challenge our presumed categorization, upset our own group
belonging, and therefore make us uncomfortable.

After having attended an intensive course on peace education at
Hiroshima University, Prof. Seligman will share his insights into how to live
with different others in the context of peace education in a divided world
with contesting values and commitments.

Adam Seligman, a sociologist and Professor of Religion at Boston University,
brings extensive experience from living and teaching in Israel, Hungary, and the US. His
research focuses on civil society, trust, authority, tolerance, and ritual. As a prolific
author, his works, including "How Things Count as the Same: Memory, Mimesis and
Metaphor"(2019), and "Living with Difference: How to Build Community in a Divided
World" (2015), have been translated into multiple languages. As the director of CEDAR,
he conducts multicultural education workshops globally, including in Israel, the US,
Turkey, the UK, Bulgaria, Indonesia, Uganda, Cyprus, and Kyrgyzstan. He received the
prestigious Dr. Leopold Lucas Prize in 2020.
